anitation is a term that has acquired new life in recent times in the

wake of the central government’s Swachh Bharat Mission, which was

unfolded on the 2nd of October, 2014. It is considered to be one of
the biggest cleanliness drives ever in the nation. A successor of the Nirmal
Bharat Mission(originally Total Sanitation Campaign), Swachh Bharath has
ambitious objectives which stretch from elimination of open defecation
and manual scavenging, to making policies for the improvement of
participation of local bodies and private sector in sanitation programs. If
all these targets are achieved, it will have a considerable impact on the
lives of hundreds of millions of people. One aspect of sanitation that is of
particular interest is it’s not so obvious, yet very closely linked connection
with primary education, which is briefly examined here in this note.

One might be baffled at the thought that education and sanitation are
closely linked. But in reality the lack of sanitation at educational institutions
is a major hindrance to the process of providing quality education. Children
are often force to run home when nature calls as there are no toilets or
proper water supply at their schools, and once they go home the chances
of them returning are very bleak. This is particularly noticed in the case
of girls, who sometimes find it difficult even to continue education under
such circumstances once they reach their teens. The other options they
have are either to wet their own cloths or use the school compound to
meet their needs, for which, if caught by their teachers they are punished



severely. The lack of clean drinking water at schools often leaves children
parching for a drop of water. Even corporation taps do not supply water to
schools as children don’t protest for their rights.

The conditions of schools that do have toilets are not any better either.
In such schools, what is bothering is the dismal condition of the toilets.
They are not cleaned properly and become disease warehouses. As part
of school cleaning programs, children are often asked by their teachers to
clean these toilets by themselves. With make-shift cleaning agents, tools
and without proper protective gear against the myriads of pathogens
that indwell these grim locations, the children complete the task assigned
to them, fearing punishment. Reports in leading newspapers also point
to cases where teachers lock up the toilets in the schools and keep them
exclusively for their own use. The unhygienic conditions at schools often
lead to the children being enslaved by communicable diseases. The lack
of good health reduces the attendance at school and further reduces the
ability of the child to learn well.

The stress on the need for hygienic conditions at school was first
highlighted in the Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan Program. The program also
allows funding upto Rs. 70,000 for the construction of toilets in schools. But,
itlater lost significance and was almost buried under the sand. Over 7.5lakh
people die each year from diarrhoea in India, the majority being children.
According to the UNICEF estimates, the loss due to unsanitary conditions
around children aged below 14, is more than Rs. 500 Crores (at 2001 prices)
in the nation. The issue now craves for attention. It is high time we realized
that quality education cannot be provided without hygienic conditions at
schools. The government needs to do its part and also encourage private
individuals and corporates to provide assistance as part of corporate social
responsibilities and otherwise, to improve the conditions of the schools
and hence pave the way for a healthier and brighter future for the nation.
